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SUBSTANTIAL CHARACTERISTICS’PECULIARITIES OF PERSONALITY’S
TIME PERSPECTIVE OF UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

The article presents a comparative analysis of personality’s time perspective substantial
characteristics in example of university students. The analysis is supplemented by idea of per-
sonality s temporary transperspektive. Students’ knowledge about the past, present and future
is revealed there, the peculiarities of these representations are also disclosed in comparison.

The main aim of our study was to investigate personality’s time perspective substantial
characteristics at certain stages of education.

Methodology: the method of «SAT» adapting by Y.E. Aleshina, L.J. Gozman, M.C. Sahika
and M.C. Crozet; time perspective questionnaire by F. Zimbardo (ZTPI); the method « MMI»
J. by Nutten adapting by N.N. Thick; story-type essaytechnique. The method determines the
individual’s attitude to his past (memories of his childhood), attitude to his present (interests,
desires), and plans for the future (plans, goals).

Results. At the initial stage the respondents possess the clear understanding of their present
and with its help they perceive their past and future, but the future prospects are expressed in
general concepts in early adolescence. Students time perspective becomes more formal to the
3rd course in comparison with the previous periods.

Practical implications. Objective information obtained during the research can form the
basis for the psychological trainings development and psycho-programs which help students to
analyze their activities. The results of the analysis can be applied to develop individual tech-
niques of time management on the basis of personalitys certain psychological conditions while
studying at the University.
