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ABSTRACT NOUNS IN THE SPEECH OF THE EMGLISHMEN
(BASED ON FICTION WORKS AND BRITISH NATIONAL CORPUS)

The research aimed at studying the use of abstract nouns in the Englishmen’s speech from
the standpoint of sociolinguistics. The article introduces a new, sociolinguistic, approach to
research of abstract nouns; it is also the first time they are studied in a language corpus. The
first stage of the research was based on fiction literary works: abstract nouns were extracted of
analysis from the statements of the characters belonging to the opposite social classes. Later,
these data was compared with the results of the original corpus research based on the British
national corpus: sentences with nouns were selected out of the conversational subcorpus of
BNC and were further sorted into abstract, concrete and words denoting people. Then, their fre-
quency and vocabulary was studied with regards to speakers’age, gender and social standing.

The results revealed that abstract words are used more often that concrete ones regardless
of the speaker’s social characteristics, however, the size and content of vocabulary is different
(it is generally more substantial in the speech of women and representatives of higher social
classes). The results of this research can be used in elaborating a course of the English lan-
guage or in teaching general linguistics, sociolinguistics and country studies.
