Introduction

The change of the ecological situation for the worse, the deterioration of natu-
ral resources are caused by the economical problems, the growth of bureaucracy, and
the reluctance of the society to realize the dimensions and the importance of these
problems. For Russia this threat is particularly dangerous owing to the fuel and ener-
gy industries being developed primarily, the limited usage of nature protected tech-
nologies, the low ecological culture. The man has forgotten of his natural origin and
is converting biosphere into technosphere starting a conflict with the natural laws,
fails in this opposition which eventually becomes a cause of ecological disasters,
natural catastrophes and technological accidents.

In connection with the growth of number of extreme anthropogenic and eco-
logical situations there increases the urgency of the problem to ensure safety in case
of emergency. One of the main mechanisms of safeguarding security is the man’s
education in the sphere of safety life activities, cultivating the skills of safe behavior
in the nature and in the society.

The education in the sphere of safety life activities must regard the question of
making the environment ecologically safe and secure, in the first instance, in their
world outlook aspect, and to be aimed at the development of the students’ personal
characteristics that determine their safe behavior (Moiseev,1989; Zhuravlev, 2010;
Moiseeva, 1997; Pogodaeva, 2006). The education must become the main mecha-
nism of cultivating of a person’s responsibility towards his safety. Nowadays the ed-
ucation in the sphere of safety life activities must change from the way of rendering
knowledge into a mechanism of the development of interaction culture with all the
elements of the surroundings. It must help bring up personal qualities that allow ex-
periencing and being in sympathy with the current events around, estimate the situa-

tion and behave according to the circumstances
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Conditions of personality’s traits organization in the safe type.

The conditions of cultivating the personal qualities of safety type from psycho-
logical and pedagogical point of view are as follows:

— realization of the nature, society and man unity in all the existing spheres of
life and activity, i.e. believing himself as a man of Earth,;

— understanding his possibilities in safeguarding the nature, society and per-
sonal security;

— knowing dangers that influence the man in the society and nature;

— mastering the technology of rational and humanist interaction with nature,
machinery and people;

— acquiring the ability to make new necessary resources of safety existence;

— ability to arrange safety life activities for himself and other people
(Mikhailov, 2004) .

Cultivating the responsibility for his life is based on the natural instinct of self-
preservation and so, on the face of it, it can’t cause any difficulties. Yet, the man
coming so far away from his origin has already had no feeling of being a part of the
nature, but he is likely to consider himself a part of a technical system. It makes him
lose the most of his instincts. Among the examples is the growth of the number of
suicides, alcoholism, and drug addiction. Hence, cultivating the responsibility for his
life, developing harmonious and safety interaction with the surroundings must start
in the early childhood when the natural instincts are still preserved and favour the
child’s development and safety. Then it must go on while the borders of the child’s
cooperation with the world are expanding when he cognizes natural and social ap-
propriateness. Together with the education and forming the skills of interaction with
the surroundings there is a forming of integral attitude to the unity and conditionality
of the elements of the world.

A preschool age is a sensitive period to develop cognition, personal qualities,

and in the whole the culture of a person’s interaction with the surroundings. Pre-
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school education is the initial link of uninterrupted education, and it is aimed at the
insurance of conditions for a child’s socialization and harmonization of his relation-
ship with the people’s world and nature. Forming the culture of safety life activities
as a means of a child’s preservation and development must become a goal of the
whole educational process since it’s the human factor that is the cause of extreme
situations and ecological disasters in 80 % cases. Poor professionalism, ecological
illiteracy, absence of responsibility, greed, immorality, economical prevailing over
ecological one have already led to the death of thousands people and can cause the
mankind disappearance in general.

The development of the culture of safety behavior must take place throughout
the man’s life, and it is necessary to start it at the preschool age. The teachers and the
parents have a task not only to secure and defend a child but also to prepare him to
face different complicated life situations ( Styorkina, 1997, 2000; Hramtsova , 2005).

Designing of the preschooler preparation system to the life safety

The questions of projection the system of preschool child preparation are not
elaborated enough nowadays. This system is just under formation. There appears a
necessity to work out and approve systems of theoretically substantiated principles
and means of educational pedagogical projecting in the field of safety life activities
within preschool childhood; to elaborate structure, contents and educational func-
tions in the sphere of preschool children security.

Preschool age is a period of knowledge absorption and accumulation. Distinc-
tive abilities of preschool children (heightened sensitiveness, impressionability, na-
ive-playing attitude to the most things) favour the successful fulfillment of this im-
portant life function. And the role of a teacher here is very important: he introduces
the child to the social world selecting correct methods and means.

Actuality of the problem is connected with the necessity to work out scientific
and methodical maintenance of the process of forming children’s safety behavior in-
cluding important acquired habits of healthy way of life, street behavior, interaction

with peer-students, strangers and natural objects, behavior in the case of emergency.
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It causes the elaboration of appropriate methods for this age and contents; forms and
means of teaching preschool children to safety interaction with the surrounding
world.

Educational projecting of preschool children in the field of safety life activities
must be arranged in the way to make the conditions for building up children’s culture
of safe behavior with due regard for new dangers and risks that appear in the society.

In the Russian Ministry of Education letter “About Safe Security in the Educa-
tional Establishments” it is said that solving problems of safety is possible only by
using a complex approach combining measures for developing general culture of
children in the field of life security, training to behave safely in dangerous and ex-
treme situations of natural, technological and social character. For the first time this
letter paid attention to building up children’s and establishment staff’s culture of
safety. According to RF law “About Education” the contents of education must be
aimed at the solution of problems connected with building up general culture of a
person, his adaptation to the life in the society, create the basis for deliberate choice
and mastering professional educational programs, i.e. the contents of education must
provide a person’s formation for valuable integration in the contemporary world.

In accordance with Russian Ministry of Education Instruction (Ne 655, No-
vember 23, 2009) “About Approval and Introduction the State Federal Demands to
the Structure of Main Educational Programme of Preschool Education” the psycho-
logical and pedagogical work contains the educational field “Security”.

The contents of this field are aimed at the reaching the goals of forming the
basis of safety life activities and forming the preconditions of ecological conscious-
ness (safety of the surrounding world) through the solution of the following tasks:

— to form the idea about dangerous situations for the man and the sur-
rounding world and kinds of behavior in them;

— to accustom to the rules of safe behavior;
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— to tell the children about the rules of safe street traffic when they are pe-
destrians and passengers;

— to form careful attitude to the potentially dangerous objects and phe-
nomena.

We offer the conception of building up culture of safe behavior during the pe-
riod of preschool childhood that is based on the following:

— education in the field of safety life activities will ensure the child’s ad-
aptation to the dangers and risks that exist in the nature and society and so it is a nec-
essary part of the process of creating the rising person’s culture of safety;

— the main notions lying in the basis of the conception are “education in
the field of safety life activities during the period of preschool childhood”, “culture
of safety of the preschool child”, “formation of safety behavior culture during the pe-
riod of preschool childhood”;

— education in the field of safety life activities must be organized as a sys-
tem the ensures integration of the child safe activity into his independent activity;

— a necessary condition of the system of education functioning and train-
ing children for safety life activities is improving preschool teachers’ professional
competence by means of their special theoretic and methodical training with the aim
to create conditions for teaching and educating children that corresponds with up-to-
date conditions (Pogodaeva, 2011);

— development of the preschool child preparedness to the safety life activi-
ties 1s stipulated by the following objective laws:

1)  effectiveness of education in the field of security depends on the con-
tents structure, selection of forms, methods, means of training and education in com-
pliance with children’s age possibilities;

2)  educational quality in the field of security depends on the level of prac-
tical importance of knowledge perceived by the child;
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3)  educational quality in the field of security depends on ensuring of cogni-
tive activity of all the participants of the educational process (teachers, children, par-
ents);

4)  forming the basis of safety culture depends on the completeness of the
educational contents in cognitive and playing activities of the preschool child and
proper means of its organization;

5)  projecting preschool education in the field of safety life activities must
be arranged the way to construct the conditions to form children’s culture of safety
behavior with due regard for new dangers and risks appearing in the society. For all
that there is a necessity in search of specific projecting principles, realization of the
structure and contents of preschool education in the field of safety life activities.

The essence of the conception in the field of safety life activities is in an idea
to organize and ensure interpenetration of different educational fields; various kinds
of activities that help the child master the means and ways of safety culture percep-
tion; enable to show out the independence; realize the position of a subject in the ac-
tivities. The education arrangement at this level must take into account syncretism of
children activities (Vigotskiy, 1997). On the other hand, the conception is built on
the basis of taking into account the genetic programs given by the evolution
(Beltyukov, 1997).

In the “Conception of the Contents of Continuous Education (preschool and
primary education)” as one of the main principles is the principle of culture con-
formity which is understood as “...arrangement of conditions for the most complete
acquaintance with the achievements and culture development in the contemporary
society”.

As this document says the main tendencies of the contents of the preschool
education note that by the end of preschool childhood it is necessary to lay down the
foundations of ecological, speech and language culture. We believe the breeding of

safety culture basis also must happen in this period.
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Resume

Defining concretely all mentioned above we picked out the following goals of
education in the field of safety life activities of preschool children:

— breeding value attitude to the life and health;

— giving children access to the knowledge of safety behavior rules in dif-
ferent situations;

— working out habits of safety interaction with other people and the envi-
ronment;

— development of cognitive interest;

— mastering the skills to use the knowledge received in the independent
practical activity;

— forming the skills to fulfill reflection;

— forming the personal qualities of safety type and the basis of ecological
culture that are necessary for children to have harmonious intercourse with the sur-
rounding world.

The contents of education in the field of safety life activities must ensure the
conditions to form the preschool child’s safety culture basis; answer the requirement
of the child’s adaptation to the risks and dangers in the society; ensure the conditions

for integration of the child’s educational activities into his independent activities.
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
